You will 
need to create a headline at the top which should read, “The 2008 Presidential Election.” This headline needs to 
be large, eye-catching, and bold.
 All gluing should be done neatly. There should be no corners curling up. You want your poster to win the 
“Presidential Seal of Approval”!
 The poster, this completed “Check-off List, AND the completed rubric are due Monday, October 6th, but 
feel free to turn it in early if you complete it before that time.
 Carefully review these instructions BEFORE you do the posters, WHILE you’re doing the poster, and 
AFTER you’ve finished the poster. Finally, grade your poster according to the rubric.
